1. 

You can find this gate in legends. 

Jewish tradition says that through this gate the Messiah will enter Jerusalem. 

Christians believe that Jesus entered Jerusalem through the Mercy Gate. 

The Muslims call it Gate of Mercy. They believe that this gate is mentioned in the Koran. Justice will pass on the Day of Judgment through it.


2. 


This gate is also known as the Flower Gate. Pilgrims thought that it led to the king's palace.




3. 

 There are lions on both sides of the gate. It is told that they were placed there by the Sultan Suleiman the Magnificent. The Sultan dreamed that he would be eaten up by lions. He took the dream as a warning that he should take care of Jerusalem. Suleiman began building the walls. The lions on the gate were a reminder (תזכורת) of that dream. 

 
4. 
This is the western gate of the Old City. It is named after Mount Zion. It passes through King David's tomb on Mount Zion. Arabs call it "the Prophet David's Gate". 


5. 
This gate is the biggest of all of Jerusalem's gates. It was built by the sultan Suleiman the Magnificent about 1540 A.D. It leads out of the city to the north, towards Damascus.



6. 

This is the main entrance (כניסה) to the Old City. The road to Jaffa and the coast started from it. Arabs call it the gate of Hebron , because it leads to Hebron. 

7. 

This gate is mentioned in the book of Nehemiah. It used to be the smallest gate, and could only be entered by foot. The city’s garbage used to be carried out from this gate.

8. 
This gate is the “newest” gate in the Old City, It was built in 1887 by the Ottoman sultan Abd al-Hamid. 

During the 1948 Israeli War for Independence the Israelis barred the gate. The gate was reopened in 1967.
